Chemistry – Year 11

Homework will usually be set once a week.

All double science sets will study the topics Carbon Chemistry, The Periodic Table and Chemical Economics during the year although each group may cover them in a different order. 

Homework may be set using the Lonsdale Revision Guide Student Worksheets which accompany the Lonsdale Revision Guides. These will be available for pupils to purchase in September. Alternatively each class teacher may set their own homework tasks suited to the topic being studied and the particular needs of the group.

Throughout the year pupils will be set coursework assignments, which will require them to write accounts of practical work they have done during lessons. They will be given a deadline to hand in this work and it should be recorded in their student planner.

In the Summer term pupils will be given appropriate exam papers from previous years as revision homework.

In addition pupils should visit www. s-cool co uk or www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize once a week and study relevant topic material followed by attempting the end of topic tests. These tests are marked instantly and give good feedback so the pupils find out exactly what they do understand and can ask for help in areas where they are having difficulty. Pupils who do not have internet access at home can do these exercises using computers at school e.g in the library.
