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Child Protection Officer is Alison Brannick who is the Vice Principal in charge of Pastoral and Inclusion
The Deputy for Child Protection is Julie Bloor, Principal of the Academy.

Alison carried out this role in the predecessor school and has many years of experience in this role.  She attended a two day course with Derbyshire County Council on Child Protection and Procedures in June 2009.  She also attended a half day course called ‘Working Towards Outstanding in Safeguarding’ run by EMFEC in January 2010.  It is the policy of the Academy to send the Child Protection Officer on regular training and to always send a representative from the Academy to all child protection conferences called for students

On September 6th (the first day of opening for all staff) the Academy will carry out child protection training for all staff.  The Principal Julie Bloor, has carried out NSPCC on-line training and the Academy will be investing in this for all staff in the first year of opening
Julie Bloor has undergone the safe recruitment training and Bryan Midgley (Senior Vice Principal) is booked on this training in October.  All members of the Senior Leadership Team will undergo this training in the first year of the Academy being open. 
On 15th July a Governor will be appointed as the child protection link for the governing body and they will attend the Student support/safeguarding governor’s sub-committee.  Governors will be encouraged to carry out the safe recruitment training.
