Completed nomination forms should be returned to Mrs Bates, Headteacher’s PA by Friday 13 January 2012 
at 12.30pm (bridiebates@gateshead.gov.uk).   
 
In the event of more than one nomination being received, a ballot will be held and all parents will receive 
further information on the conduct of the ballot. All nomination forms will be available to view online in the 
event of a ballot taking place. There are limitations on the number of governors who are elected council 
members or employees of local authorities so we will ask for this information in your nomination form.
